





Solutions within reach

Time is running out in the battle for
our planet, but as the participants of
the concluding talk point out, there are
constructive ways to stop the destruc-
tion before it is too late.

Nature has been mankind’s best
friend, with half of our emissions
being absorbed by forests, land, and
oceans. But as Executive Director of
the Stockholm Environment Insti-
tute (SEI) and Stockholm Resilience
Center, Johan Rockstréom says, this
capacity is now cracking. With the
earth’s temperature continually
rising, catastrophic consequences
are occurring faster than previously
imagined and the resilience of the
planet and its capacity to absorb our
treatment is being reduced.

But there are ways to improve
the situation and a number of solu-
tions were discussed by Rockstrom
and the other experts on the Swed-
ish Postcode Lottery Climate Event
concluding talk. It was led by Vice
President of the European Commis-
sion and former European Commis-
sioner for the Environment, Margot

Wallstrom. Also gathered around
the table were the evening’s key
speakers Bill Clinton, Tony Blair and
Wangari Maathai, along with Swed-
ish Prime Minister Fredrik Reinfeldt.

3.7 BILLION TO CHARITY SO FAR
The Swedish Postcode Lottery con-
tributes by giving economic support
to a number of organizations that
are working every day towards a
better environment. The World Wide
Fund for nature WWE, Greenpeace
and Peace Parks are some of the

organizations that receive support.
The lottery’s vision is to help build
a better world for humans, animals
and nature. It is a long-term task
and the Postcode Lottery’s ambition
is to donate 100 million Euros annu-
ally to good causes and to support
even more organizations than it
does today.

The Swedish Postcode Lottery
is one of three Postcode Lotteries
within the privately owned Novame-
dia group of companies which has
its headquarters in Holland. Novame-
dia has, since the 1980s, developed
and run charity lotteries with the
purpose of contributing to a better
world. So far the Postcode Lotteries
has handed out over 3.7 billion Euros
to charity.

CLIMATE FOCUS 2009

In addition to donating money to
charitable organizations, the Post-
code Lottery is an opinion leader that
dares to take a position on important
issues such as the climate prob-

lem. The Swedish Postcode Lottery

decided to put the climate issue in fo-
cus for all of 2009. In addition to the
Climate Event, the Swedish Postcode
Lottery organized a seminar focusing
on the climate during an important
week-long meeting for politicians in
Almedalen, Sweden, and it was the
main sponsor of the Tédllberg Forum
which gathers politicians, business
leaders and NGOs together annually
to discuss pressing global issues.

During the climate meeting
in Copenhagen in December the
Postcode Lottery once again brought
attention to the issue by organizing a
high-level seminar with global politi-
cians and a photo exhibition by the
internationally renowned National
Geographic photographer and docu-
mentary filmmaker Mattias Klum, in
order to clearly visualize the climate
changes on Borneo.

The Postcode Lottery will contin-
ue to work towards a better world
and contribute in our way.
